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The community recognizes after school program hours and release criteria per Assembly Bill 2324 fit the (name of your program here) Program. The (name of program) opens immediately upon the conclusion of every regular school day and operates at least 3 hours, 5 days a week Monday – Friday, until 6:00 PM. The purpose of the (name of program) is to support student success in school by providing academic support and enrichment opportunities. The time and reason for early release (stated above) MUST be recorded on the sign-in/out sheet by the parent, guardian or authorized designee at the time of a child’s departure from the (name of program).
